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Believe it!

The coming of the Holy Spirit
When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. And
suddenly there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole
house where they were sitting. Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and
one sat upon each of them. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak
with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.

And there were dwelling in Jerusalem Jews, devout men, from every nation under heaven.
And when this sound occurred, the multitude came together, and were confused, because
everyone heard them speak in his own language. Then they were all amazed and marveled,
saying to one another,

"Look, are not all these who speak Galileans? And how is it that we hear, each in our
own language in which we were born? Parthians and Medes and Elamites, those
dwelling in Mesopotamia, Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and
Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of Libya adjoining Cyrene, visitors from Rome, both
Jews and proselytes, Cretans and Arabs - we hear them speaking in our own tongues
the wonderful works of God."

So they were all amazed and perplexed, saying to one another, "Whatever could this mean?"
Others mocking said, "They are full of new wine."

But Peter, standing up with the eleven, raised his voice and said to them,

"Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and heed my
words. For these are not drunk, as you suppose, since it is only the third hour of the
day. But this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel:

'And it shall come to pass in the last days,' says God,
'That I will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; your sons and your daughters shall
prophesy, your young men shall see visions, your old men shall dream dreams.
And on My menservants and on My maidservants I will pour out My Spirit in
those days; and they shall prophesy. I will show wonders in heaven above and
signs in the earth beneath: Blood and fire and vapor of smoke. The sun shall be
turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the coming of the great
and awesome day of the Lord. And it shall come to pass that whoever calls on
the name of the Lord shall be saved.'

"Men of Israel, hear these words: Jesus of Nazareth, a Man attested by God to you by
miracles, wonders, and signs which God did through Him in your midst, as you
yourselves also know - Him, being delivered by the determined purpose and
foreknowledge of God, you have taken by lawless hands, have crucified, and put to
death; whom God raised up, having loosed the pains of death, because it was not
possible that He should be held by it. For David says concerning Him:

'I foresaw the Lord always before my face, for He is at my right hand, that I may
not be shaken. Therefore my heart rejoiced, and my tongue was glad; Moreover
my flesh also will rest in hope. For You will not leave my soul in Hades, nor will
You allow Your Holy One to see corruption. You have made known to me the
ways of life; You will make me full of joy in Your presence.'

"Men and brethren, let me speak freely to you of the patriarch David, that he is both
dead and buried, and his tomb is with us to this day. Therefore, being a prophet, and
knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him that of the fruit of his body, according
to the flesh, He would raise up the Christ to sit on his throne, he foreseeing this, spoke
concerning the resurrection of the Christ, that His soul was not left in Hades, nor did
His flesh see corruption.
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"This Jesus God has raised up, of which we are all witnesses. Therefore being exalted
to the right hand of God, and having received from the Father the promise of the Holy
Spirit, He poured out this which you now see and hear. For David did not ascend into
the heavens, but he says himself:

'The Lord said to my Lord,
"Sit at My right hand, till I make Your enemies Your footstool." '

"Therefore let all Israel know assuredly that God has made this Jesus,
whom you crucified both Lord and Christ."

Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart, and said to Peter and the rest of the
apostles,

"Men and brethren, what shall we do?"

Then Peter said to them,

"Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ
for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
For the promise is to you and to your children, and to all who are afar off,
as many as the Lord our God will call."

And with many other words he testified and exhorted them, saying,

"Be saved from this perverse generation."

Then those who gladly received his word were baptized; and that day about three thousand
souls were added to them. And they continued steadfastly in the apostles' doctrine and
fellowship, in the breaking of bread, and in prayers. Then fear came upon every soul, and
many wonders and signs were done through the apostles.

Now all who believed were together, and had all things in common, and sold their
possessions and goods, and divided them among all, as anyone had need. So continuing
daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, they ate their
food with gladness and simplicity of heart, praising God and having favor with all the people.
And the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved.  (Act 2:1-47)

Peter addressing the Sanhedrin
Then Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them,

"Rulers of the people and elders of Israel: If we this day are judged for a good deed
done to a helpless man, by what means he has been made well, let it be known to you
all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom
you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him this man stands here before you
whole. This is the 'stone which was rejected by you builders, which has become the
chief cornerstone.' Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under
heaven given among men by which we must be saved."  (Act 4:8-12)

Paul preaches the risen Christ, faith's reality
Moreover, brethren, I declare to you the gospel which I preached to you, which also you
received and in which you stand, by which also you are saved, if you hold fast that word
which I preached to you - unless you believed in vain. For I delivered to you first of all that
which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, and that He
was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the Scriptures, and that He was
seen by Cephas, then by the twelve. After that He was seen by over five hundred brethren at
once, of whom the greater part remain to the present, but some have fallen asleep. After that
He was seen by James, then by all the apostles. Then last of all He was seen by me also, as
by one born out of due time.
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For I am the least of the apostles, who am not worthy to be called an apostle, because I
persecuted the church of God. But by the grace of God I am what I am, and His grace toward
me was not in vain; but I labored more abundantly than they all, yet not I, but the grace of
God which was with me. Therefore, whether it was I or they, so we preach and so you
believed.

The risen Christ is our Hope
Now if Christ is preached that He has been raised from the dead, how do some among you
say that there is no resurrection of the dead? But if there is no resurrection of the dead, then
Christ is not risen. And if Christ is not risen, then our preaching is empty and your faith is also
empty. Yes, and we are found false witnesses of God, because we have testified of God that
He raised up Christ, whom He did not raise up - if in fact the dead do not rise. For if the dead
do not rise, then Christ is not risen. And if Christ is not risen, your faith is futile; you are still in
your sins! Then also those who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished. If in this life only
we have hope in Christ, we are of all men the most pitiable.

The last enemy to be destroyed is Death
But now Christ is risen from the dead, and has become the firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep. For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrection of the dead. For as
in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive. But each one in his own order;
Christ the firstfruits, afterward those who are Christ's at His coming.

Then comes the end, when He delivers the kingdom to God the Father, when He puts an end
to all rule and all authority and power. For He must reign till He has put all enemies under His
feet. The last enemy that will be destroyed is death. For "He has put all things under His feet."
But when He says "all things are put under Him," it is evident that He who put all things under
Him is excepted. Now when all things are made subject to Him, then the Son Himself will also
be subject to Him who put all things under Him, that God may be all in all.

The effects of denying the Resurrection
Otherwise, what will they do who are baptized for the dead, if the dead do not rise at all? Why
then are they baptized for the dead? And why do we stand in jeopardy every hour? I affirm, by
the boasting in you which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily. If, in the manner of men,
I have fought with beasts at Ephesus, what advantage is it to me? If the dead do not rise, "Let
us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die!" Do not be deceived: "Evil company corrupts good
habits." Awake to righteousness, and do not sin; for some do not have the knowledge of God.
I speak this to your shame.

A glorious body
But someone will say, "How are the dead raised up? And with what body do they come?"
Foolish one, what you sow is not made alive unless it dies. And what you sow, you do not
sow that body that shall be, but mere grain - perhaps wheat or some other grain. But God
gives it a body as He pleases, and to each seed its own body.

All flesh is not the same flesh, but there is one kind of flesh of men, another flesh of animals,
another of fish, and another of birds. There are also celestial bodies and terrestrial bodies; but
the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another. There is one glory of
the sun, another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars; for one star differs from
another star in glory.

So also is the resurrection of the dead. The body is sown in corruption, it is raised in
incorruption. It is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory. It is sown in weakness, it is raised in
power. It is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. There is a natural body, and
there is a spiritual body.

And so it is written, "The first man Adam became a living being." The last Adam became a
life-giving spirit. However, the spiritual is not first, but the natural, and afterward the spiritual.
The first man was of the earth, made of dust; the second Man is the Lord from heaven.
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As was the man of dust, so also are those who are made of dust; and as is the heavenly Man,
so also are those who are heavenly. And as we have borne the image of the man of dust, we
shall also bear the image of the heavenly Man.

Our final victory
Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; nor does
corruption inherit incorruption. Behold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall
all be changed - in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet
will sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.

For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. So when
this corruptible has put on incorruption, and this mortal has put on immortality, then shall be
brought to pass the saying that is written:

"Death is swallowed up in victory.
O Death, where is your sting?
O Hades, where is your victory?"

The sting of death is sin, and the strength of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, who gives
us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

Therefore, my beloved brethren, be steadfast, immovable, always abounding in the work of
the Lord, knowing that your labor is not in vain in the Lord.  (1Co 15:1-58)

And all these (the righteous who lived by faith), having obtained a good testimony through
faith, did not receive the promise, God having provided something better for us, that they
should not be made perfect apart from us.  (Heb 11:39-40)

Some points of importance to note
1) On the Day of Pentecost, the twelve disciples who received the Holy Spirit, were

Galileans and spoke in many different well known languages.
2) There were many devout men from every nation present, who witnessed this event.
3) Peter declared that this event marked the beginning of 'the last days' prophesied by Joel.
4) There will be wonders in heaven above and signs in the earth beneath.
5) The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the coming of the

great and awesome day of the Lord.
6) Whoever calls on the name of the Lord shall be saved.
7) Peter quotes David, who says, "my flesh also will rest in hope".
8) Peter states that, "His soul was not left in Hades, nor did His flesh see corruption."

There is mention of the body and the spirit resting in separate places, in death.
9) Peter and Paul state that Jesus Christ is risen from the dead, and that there were many

reliable witnesses who could personally testify to the fact.
10) The righteous choice is declared : "Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the

name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy
Spirit."

11) The event was so impressive, that three thousand people became Christians that day.
12) Jesus Christ is the only name given among men, by which we must be saved.
13) God raised up Jesus and He is the first to be eternally raised from the dead.
14) Jesus Christ sits on the right hand of the Father, waiting for His enemies to be made His

footstool.
14) Jesus Christ is the firstfruits, those who are Christ's will be raised at His coming.
15) The trumpet will sound and the dead will be raised incorruptible; we shall be changed,

corruptible must put on incorruption, and the mortal must put on immortality.
16) The last enemy to be destroyed is Death.
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
