Child in time

Samson - to deliver Israel from the Philistines

Now there was a certain man from Zorah, of the family of the Danites, whose name was
Manoah; and his wife was barren and had no children. And the Angel of the Lord
appeared to the woman and said to her, "Indeed now, you are barren and have borne no
children, but you shall conceive and bear a son. Now therefore, please be careful not to
drink wine or similar drink, and not to eat anything unclean. For behold, you shall
conceive and bear a son. And no razor shall come upon his head, for the child shall be a
Nazirite to God from the womb; and he shall begin to deliver Israel out of the hand of
the Philistines.” So the woman came and told her husband, saying, "A Man of God came to
me, and His countenance was like the countenance of the Angel of God, very awesome;
but I did not ask Him where He was from, and He did not tell me His name. And He said
to me, "Behold, you shall conceive and bear a son. Now drink no wine or similar drink, nor
eat anything unclean, for the child shall be a Nazirite to God from the womb to the day
of his death.” " (Jud 13:2-7)

John the Baptist - announces the Saviour's arrival

"Comfort, yes, comfort My people!" Says your God. "Speak comfort to Jerusalem, and
cry out to her, that her warfare is ended, that her iniquity is pardoned; for she has
received from the Lord's hand double for all her sins.” The voice of one crying in the
wilderness: "Prepare the way of the Lord; make straight in the desert a highway for our
God. Every valley shall be exalted and every mountain and hill brought low; the crooked
places shall be made straight and the rough places smooth; the glory of the Lord shall be
revealed, and all flesh shall see it together; for the mouth of the Lord has spoken.”

(Isa 40:1-5)

There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judea, a certain priest named Zacharias, of
the division of Abijah. His wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her name was
Elizabeth. And they were both righteous before God, walking in all the commandments
and ordinances of the Lord blameless. But they had no child, because Elizabeth was
barren, and they were both well advanced in years. So it was, that while he was serving
as priest before God in the order of his division, according to the custom of the
priesthood, his lot fell to burn incense when he went into the temple of the Lord. And
the whole multitude of the people was praying outside at the hour of incense. Then an
angel of the Lord appeared to him, standing on the right side of the altar of incense.
And when Zacharias saw him, he was troubled, and fear fell upon him. But the angel said
to him, "Do not be afraid, Zacharias, for your prayer is heard; and your wife Elizabeth
will bear you a son, and you shall call his name John. And you will have joy and gladness,
and many will rejoice at his birth. For he will be great in the sight of the Lord, and shall
drink neither wine nor strong drink. He will also be filled with the Holy Spirit, even from
his mother's womb. And he will turn many of the children of Israel to the Lord their
God. He will also go before Him in the spirit and power of Elijah, "to turn the hearts of
the fathers to the children,” and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just, to make
ready a people prepared for the Lord." And Zacharias said to the angel, "How shall 1
know this? For 1 am an old man, and my wife is well advanced in years." And the angel
answered and said to him, "1 am Gabriel, who stands in the presence of God, and was
sent to speak to you and bring you these glad tidings. But behold, you will be mute and
not able to speak until the day these things take place, because you did not believe my
words which will be fulfilled in their own time.” (Luk 1:5-20)



Now Elizabeth's full time came for her to be delivered, and she brought forth a son.
When her neighbors and relatives heard how the Lord had shown great mercy to her,
they rejoiced with her. So it was, on the eighth day, that they came to circumcise the
child; and they would have called him by the name of his father, Zacharias. His mother
answered and said, "No; he shall be called John." (Luk 1:57-60)

Now his father Zacharias was filled with the Holy Spirit, and prophesied, saying:
"Blessed is the Lord God of Israel, for He has visited and redeemed His people, and has
raised up a horn of salvation for us in the house of His servant David, as He spoke by the
mouth of His holy prophets, who have been since the world began, that we should be
saved from our enemies and from the hand of all who hate us, to perform the mercy
promised to our fathers and to remember His holy covenant, the oath which He swore to
our father Abraham: To grant us that we, being delivered from the hand of our enemies,
might serve Him without fear, in holiness and righteousness before Him all the days of
our life. And you, child, will be called the prophet of the Highest; for you will go before
the face of the Lord to prepare His ways, to give knowledge of salvation to His people by
the remission of their sins, through the tender mercy of our God, with which the
Dayspring from on high has visited us; to give light to those who sit in darkness and the
shadow of death, to guide our feet into the way of peace." So the child grew and became
strong in spirit, and was in the deserts till the day of his manifestation to Israel.

(Luk 1:67-80)

Now this is the testimony of John, when the Jews sent priests and Levites from
Jerusalem to ask him, "Who are you?" He confessed, and did not deny, but confessed, "I
am not the Christ." And they asked him, "What then? Are you Elijah?" He said, "l am
not." "Are you the Prophet?” And he answered "No." Then they said to him, "Who are
you, that we may give an answer to those who sent us? What do you say about yourself?"
He said: "1 am "The voice of one crying in the wilderness: "Make straight the way of the
Lord,"” "as the prophet Isaiah said."” (Joh 1:19-23)

The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, "Behold! The Lamb of God
who takes away the sin of the world! This is He of whom 1 said, "After me comes a Man
who is preferred before me, for He was before me.” 1 did not know Him; but that He
should be revealed to Israel, therefore I came baptizing with water.” And John bore
witness, saying, "l saw the Spirit descending from heaven like a dove, and He remained
upon Him. I did not know Him, but He who sent me to baptize with water said to me,
*Upon whom you see the Spirit descending, and remaining on Him, this is He who baptizes
with the Holy Spirit.” And I have seen and testified that this is the Son of God."”

(Joh 1:29-34)

Jesus Christ - Saviour of the World

Then he said, "Hear now, O house of David! Is it a small thing for you to weary men, but
will you weary my God also? Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign: Behold, the
virgin shall conceive and bear a Son, and shall call His name Immanuel. Curds and honey
He shall eat, that He may know to refuse the evil and choose the good.” (lsa 7:13-15)




Nevertheless the gloom will not be upon her who is distressed, as when at first He
lightly esteemed the land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali, and afterward more
heavily oppressed her, by the way of the sea, beyond the Jordan, in Galilee of the
Gentiles. The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; those who dwelt in
the land of the shadow of death, upon them a light has shined. (Isa 9:1-2)

For unto us a Child is born, unto us a Son is given; and the government will be upon His
shoulder. And His name will be called Wonderful, Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting
Father, Prince of Peace. Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no
end, upon the throne of David and over His kingdom, to order it and establish it with
judgment and justice from that time forward, even forever. The zeal of the Lord of
hosts will perform this. (Isa 9:6-7)

The kings of Tarshish and of the isles will bring presents; the kings of Sheba and Seba
will offer gifts. Yes, all kings shall fall down before Him; all nations shall serve Him.
(Psa 72:10-11)

And in that day you will say: "O Lord, I will praise You; though You were angry with me,
Your anger is turned away, and You comfort me. Behold, God is my salvation, 1 will trust
and not be afraid; "For Yah, the Lord, is my strength and song; He also has become my
salvation.” " Therefore with joy you will draw water from the wells of salvation. And in
that day you will say: "Praise the Lord, call upon His name; declare His deeds among the
peoples, make mention that His name is exalted. Sing to the Lord, for He has done
excellent things; this is known in all the earth. Cry out and shout, O inhabitant of Zion,
for great is the Holy One of Israel in your midst!” (Isa 12:1-6)

Thus say the Lord: "A voice was heard in Ramah, lamentation and bitter weeping, Rachel
weeping for her children, refusing to be comforted for her children, because they are
no more." (Jer 31:15)

"But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are little among the thousands of Judah, yet
out of you shall come forth to Me The One to be Ruler in Israel, Whose goings forth are
from of old, from everlasting.” (Mic 5:2)

Now in the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent by God to a city of Galilee named
Nazareth, to a virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David.
The virgin's name was Mary. And having come in, the angel said to her, "Rejoice, highly
favored one, the Lord is with you; blessed are you among women!" But when she saw him,
she was troubled at his saying, and considered what manner of greeting this was. Then
the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid Mary, for you have found favor with God. And
behold, you will conceive in your womb and bring forth a Son, and shall call His name
Jesus. He will be great, and will be called the Son of the Highest; and the Lord God will
give Him the throne of His father David.



And He will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of His kingdom there will be no
end.” Then Mary said to the angel, "How can this be, since 1 do not know a man?" And
the angel answered and said to her, "The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power
of the Highest will overshadow you; therefore, also, that Holy One who is to be born will
be called the Son of God." "Now indeed, Elizabeth your relative has also conceived a son
in her old age; and this is now the sixth month for her who was called barren. For with
God nothing will be impossible.” Then Mary said, "Behold the maidservant of the Lord!
Let it be to me according to your word."” And the angel departed from her. (Luk 1:26-38)

Joseph also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judea, to the city of
David, which is called Bethlehem, because he was of the house and lineage of David, to
be registered with Mary, his betrothed wife, who was with child. So it was, that while
they were there, the days were completed for her to be delivered. And she brought
forth her firstborn Son, and wrapped Him in swaddling cloths, and laid Him in a manger,
because there was no room for them in the inn. (Luk 2:4-7)

Now there were in the same country shepherds living out in the fields, keeping watch
over their flock by night. And behold, and angel of the Lord stood before them, and the
glory of the Lord shone around them, and they were greatly afraid. Then the angel said
to them, "Do not be afraid, for behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy which will
be to all people. For there is born to you this day in the city of David a Savior, who is
Christ the Lord. And this will be the sign to you: You will find a Babe wrapped in
swaddling cloths, lying in a manger.” (Luk 2:8-12)

And they came with haste and found Mary and Joseph, and the Babe lying in a manger.
Now when they had seen Him, they made widely known the saying which was told them
concerning this Child. (Luk 2:16-17)

Then the Lord spoke to Moses, saying, "Speak to the children of Israel, saying: "If a
woman has conceived, and borne a male child, then she shall be unclean seven days; as in
the days of her customary impurity she shall be unclean. And on the eighth day the flesh
of his foreskin shall be circumcised. She shall then continue in the blood of her
purification thirty-three days. She shall not touch any hallowed thing, nor come into the
sanctuary until the days of her purification are fulfilled. But if she bears a female child,
then she shall be unclean two weeks, as in her customary impurity, and she shall continue
in the blood of her purification sixty-six days. When the days of her purification are
fulfilled, whether for a son or a daughter, she shall bring to the priest a lamb of the
first year as a burnt offering, and a young pigeon or a turtledove as a sin offering, to
the door of the tabernacle of meeting. Then he shall offer it before the Lord, and make
atonement for her. And she shall be clean from the flow of her blood. This is the law for
her who has borne a male or a female. And if she is not able to bring a lamb, then she
may bring two turtledoves or two young pigeons - one as a burnt offering and the other
as a sin offering. So the priest shall make atonement for her, and she will be clean.” "
(Lev 12:1-8)



And when eight days were completed for the circumcision of the Child, His name was
called Jesus, the name given by the angel before He was conceived in the womb. Now
when the days of her purification according to the law of Moses were completed, they
brought Him to Jerusalem to present Him to the Lord (as it is written in the law of the
Lord, "Every male who opens the womb shall be called holy to the Lord™), and to offer a
sacrifice according to what is said in the law of the Lord, "A pair of turtledoves or two
young pigeons.” (Luk 2:21-24)

And behold, there was a man in Jerusalem whose name was Simeon, and this man was just
and devout, waiting for the Consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit was upon him. And
it had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would not see death before he
had seen the Lord®s Christ. So he came by the Spirit into the temple. And when the
parents brought in the Child Jesus, to do for Him according to the custom of the law, he
took Him up in his arms and blessed God and said: "Lord, now You are letting Your
servant depart in peace, according to Your word; for my eyes have seen Your salvation
which You have prepared before the face of all peoples, a light to bring revelation to the
Gentiles, and the glory of Your people Israel.”

And Joseph and His mother marveled at those things which were spoken of Him.
Then Simeon blessed them, and said to Mary His mother, "Behold, this Child is destined
for the fall and rising of many in Israel, and for a sign which will be spoken against
(yes, a sword will pierce through your own soul also), that the thoughts of many hearts
may be revealed.”

Now there was one, Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher.
She was of a great age, and had lived with a husband seven years from her virginity; and
this woman was a widow of about eighty-four years, who did not depart from the temple,
but served God with fastings and prayers night and day. And coming in that instant she
gave thanks to the Lord, and spoke of Him to all those who looked for redemption in
Jerusalem. So when they had performed all things according to the law of the Lord, they
returned to Galilee, to their own city, Nazareth. And the Child grew and became strong
in spirit, filled with wisdom; and the grace of God was upon Him. (Luk 2:25-40)

Now the birth of Jesus Christ was as follows: After His mother Mary was betrothed to
Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Spirit. Then
Joseph her husband, being a just man, and not wanting to make her a public example, was
minded to put her away secretly. But while he thought about these things, behold , an
angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream, saying, "Joseph, son of David, do not be
afraid to take to you Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the Holy
Spirit. And she will bring forth a Son, and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save
His people from their sins.” So all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by the Lord through the prophet, saying: "Behold, the virgin shall be with child,
and bear a Son, and they shall call His name Immanuel,” which is translated, "God with
us." Then Joseph, being aroused from sleep, did as the angel of the Lord commanded him
and took to him his wife, and did not know her till she had brought forth her firstborn
Son. And he called His name Jesus. (Mat 1:18-25)



Now after Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea in the days of Herod the king, behold,
wise men from the East came to Jerusalem, saying, "Where is He who has been born King
of the Jews? For we have seen His star in the East and have come to worship Him."
When Herod the king heard this, he was troubled, and all Jerusalem with him. And when
he had gathered all the chief priests and scribes of the people together, he inquired of
them where the Christ was to be born. So they said to him, "In Bethlehem of Judea, for
thus it is written by the hand of the prophet: "But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah,
are not the least among the rulers of Judah; for out of you shall come a Ruler who will
shepherd My people Israel.” " Then Herod, when he had secretly called the wise men,
determined from them what time the star appeared. And he sent them to Bethlehem and
said, "Go and search carefully for the young Child, and when you have found Him, bring
back word to me, that I may come and worship Him also.” When they heard the king,
they departed; and behold, the star which they had seen in the East went before them,
till it came and stood over where the young Child was. When they saw the star, they
rejoiced with exceeding great joy. And when they had come into the house, they saw the
young Child with Mary His mother, and fell down and worshiped Him. And when they had
opened their treasures, they presented gifts to Him: gold, frankincense, and myrrh.
Then, being divinely warned in a dream that they should not return to Herod, they
departed for their own country another way. (Mat 2:1-12)

Now when they had departed, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a
dream, saying, "Arise, take the young Child and His mother, flee to Egypt and stay there
until 1 bring you word; for Herod will seek the young Child to destroy Him." When he
arose, he took the young Child and His mother by night and departed for Egypt, and was
there until the death of Herod, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord
through the prophet, saying, "Out of Egypt I called My son.” (Mat 2:13-15)

Then Herod, when he saw that he was deceived by the wise men, was exceedingly angry;
and he sent forth and put to death all the male children who were in Bethlehem and in all
its districts, from two years old and under, according to the time which he had
determined from the wise men. Then was fulfilled what was spoken by Jeremiah the
prophet, saying: " A voice was heard in Ramah, lamentation, weeping and great mourning,
Rachel weeping for her children, refusing to be comforted, because they are no more.”
(Mat 2:16-18)

Now when Herod was dead, behold, an angel of the Lord appeared in a dream to Joseph
in Egypt, saying, "Arise, take the young Child and His mother, and go to the land of
Israel, for those who sought the young Child"s life are dead.” Then he arose, took the
young Child and His mother, and came into the land of Israel. But when he heard that
Archelaus was reigning over Judea instead of his father Herod, he was afraid to go
there. And being warned by God in a dream, he turned aside into the region of Galilee.
And he came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth, that it might be fulfilled which was
spoken by the prophets, "He shall be called a Nazarene." (Mat 2:19-23)
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
