Eternal

The eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting arms; He
will thrust out the enemy from before you, and will say, ‘Destroy!’ (Deu 33:27)

The sinners in Zion are afraid; fearfulness has seized the hypocrites: “Who among
us shall dwell with everlasting burnings?” He who walks righteously and
speaks uprightly, he who despises the gain of oppressions, who gestures with his
hands, refusing bribes, who stops his ears from hearing of bloodshed, and shuts
his eyes from seeing evil: He will dwell on high; his place of defense will be the
fortress of rocks; bread will be given him, his water will be sure. (Isa 33:14-16)

“Whereas you have been forsaken and hated, so that no one went through you,
I will make you an eternal excellence, a joy of many generations. You shall
drink the milk of the Gentiles, and milk the breast of kings; you shall know that I,
the Lord, AM your Saviour and your Redeemer, the Mighty One of Jacob.”

(Isa 60:15-16)

Now behold, one came and said to Him, “"Good Teacher, what good thing shall I
do that I may have eternal life?” So He said to him, "Why do you call Me good?
No one is good but One, that is, God. But if you want to enter into life, keep the
commandments.” (Mat 19:16-17)

“Then He will also say to those on the left hand, ‘Depart from Me, you cursed,
into the everlasting fire prepared for the devil and his angels: for I was hungry
and you gave Me no food; I was thirsty and you gave Me no drink; I was a
stranger and you did not take Me in, naked and you did not clothe Me, sick and in
prison and you did not visit Me.” Then they also will answer Him, saying,
‘Lord, when did we see You hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in
prison, and did not minister to You?” Then He will answer them, saying,
‘Assuredly, I say to you, inasmuch as you did not do it to one of the least of
these, you did not do it to Me.” And these will go away into everlasting
punishment, but the righteous into eternal life.” (Mat 25:41-46)

“Assuredly, I say to you, all sins will be forgiven the sons of men, and whatever
blasphemies they may utter; but he who blasphemes against the Holy Spirit
never has forgiveness, but is subject to eternal condemnation” - because they
said, “He has an unclean spirit.” (Mar 3:28-30)

Then Jesus looked around and said to His disciples, “How hard it is for those who
have riches to enter the kingdom of God!” And the disciples were astonished
at His words. But Jesus answered again and said to them, “Children, how hard it
is for those who trust in riches to enter the kingdom of God! It is easier for a
camel to go through the eye of a needle than for a rich man to enter the kingdom
of God.” And they were greatly astonished, saying among themselves, *“Who then
can be saved?” But Jesus looked at them and said, "With men it is impossible,
but not with God; for with God all things are possible.” Then Peter began to say
to Him, “See, we have left all and followed You.”

And he who reaps receives wages, and gathers
fruit for eternal life, that both he who sows and he who reaps may rejoice
together. For in this the saying is true: ‘One sows and another reaps.” I sent you
to reap that for which you have not labored; others have labored, and you have
entered into their labors.” (Joh 4:34-38)

“And the Father Himself, who sent Me, has testified of Me. You have neither heard
His voice at any time, nor seen His form. But you do not have His word abiding in
you, because whom He sent, Him you do not believe. You search the Scriptures,
for in them you think you have eternal life; and these are they which testify of
Me. But you are not willing to come to Me that you may have life.” (Joh 5:37-40)

Then Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh
of the Son of Man and drink His blood, you have no life in you. Whoever eats My
flesh and drinks My blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.
For My flesh is food indeed, and My blood is drink indeed. He who eats My flesh
and drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in him. As the living Father sent Me, and
I live because of the Father, so he who feeds on Me will live because of Me.
This is the bread which came down from heaven - not as your fathers ate the
manna, and are dead. He who eats this bread will live forever.” (Joh 6:53-58)

From that time many of His disciples went back and walked with Him no more.
Then Jesus said to the twelve, "Do you also want to go away?” But Simon Peter
answered Him, “Lord, to whom shall we go? You have the words of eternal life.
Also we have come to believe and know that You are the Christ, the Son of the
living God.” (Joh 6:66-69)

“My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me. And I give them
eternal life, and they shall never perish; neither shall anyone snatch them out of
My hand. My Father, who has given them to Me, is greater than all; and no one is
able to snatch them out of My Father’s hand. I and My Father are one.”

(Joh 10:27-30)



Now Martha said to Jesus, “Lord, if You had been here, my brother would not
have died. But even now I know that whatever You ask of God, God will give
You.” Jesus said to her, “Your brother will rise again.” Martha said to Him,
“I know that he will rise again in the resurrection at the last day.” Jesus said to
her, 1 AM the resurrection and the life. He who believes in Me, though he
may die, he shall live. And whoever lives and believes in Me shall never die.
Do you believe this?” She said to Him, “Yes, Lord, I believe that You are the
Christ, the Son of God, who is to come into the world.” (Joh 11:21-27)

But Jesus answered them, saying, “The hour has come that the Son of Man
should be glorified. Most assuredly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into
the ground and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it produces much grain.
He who loves his life will lose it, and he who hates his life in this world will keep it
for eternal life. If anyone serves Me, let him follow Me; and where I am, there
My servant will be also. If anyone serves Me, him My Father will honor.”

(Joh 12:23-26)

Jesus spoke these words, lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said: “Father, the
hour has come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, as You have
given Him authority over all flesh, that He should give eternal life to as many as
You have given Him. And this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only
true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent. I have glorified You on the
earth, I have finished the work which You have given Me to do. And now,
O Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I had with You
before the world was.” (Joh 17:1-5)

Then Paul and Barnabas grew bold and said, “It was necessary that the word of
God should be spoken to you first; but since you reject it, and judge yourselves
unworthy of everlasting life, behold, we turn to the Gentiles. For so the Lord
has commanded us: 'I have set you as a light to the Gentiles, that you should be
for salvation to the ends of the earth.”” Now when the Gentiles heard this, they
were glad and glorified the word of the Lord. And as many as had been appointed
to eternal life believed. And the word of the Lord was being spread throughout
all the region. (Act 13:46-49)

For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and
unrighteousness of men, who suppress the truth in unrighteousness, because
what may be known of God is manifest in them, for God has shown it to them.
For since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen, being
understood by the things that are made, even His eternal power and
Godhead, so that they are without excuse, because, although they knew God,
they did not glorify Him as God, nor were thankful, but became futile in their
thoughts, and their foolish hearts were darkened. (Rom 1:18-21)

Therefore you are inexcusable, O man, whoever you are who judge, for in
whatever you judge another you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice
the same things. But we know that the judgment of God is according to truth
against those who practice such things. And do you think this, O man, you who
judge those practicing such things, and doing the same, that you will escape the
judgment of God? Or do you despise the riches of His goodness, forbearance,
and longsuffering, not knowing that the goodness of God leads you to
repentance?




But in accordance with your hardness and your impenitent heart you are
treasuring up for yourself wrath in the day of wrath and revelation of the
righteous judgment of God, who "will render to each one according to his deeds":
Eternal life to those who by patient continuance in doing good seek for glory,
honor, and immortality; but to those who are self-seeking and do not obey the
truth, but obey unrighteousness - indignation and wrath, tribulation and anguish,
on every soul of man who does evil, of the Jew first and also of the Greek; but
glory, honor, and peace to everyone who works what is good, to the Jew first and
also to the Greek. For there is no partiality with God. (Rom 2:1-11)

For if by one man’s offense [1 Adam] death reigned through one, much more those
who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life
through the One, Jesus Christ. Therefore, as through one man’s offense judgment
came to all men, resulting in condemnation, even so through one Man’s righteous
act [! Jesus] the free gift came to all men, resulting in justification of life. For as by
one man’s disobedience many were made sinners, so also by one Man's
obedience many will be made righteous. Moreover the law entered that the
offense might abound. But where sin abounded, grace abounded much more, so
that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might reign through righteousness to
eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord. (Rom 5:17-21)

For when you were slaves of sin, you were free in regard to righteousness. What
fruit did you have then in the things of which you are now ashamed? For the
end of those things is death. But now having been set free from sin, and
having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to holiness, and the end,
everlasting life. For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life
in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Rom 6:20-23)

Therefore we do not lose heart. Even though our outward man is perishing, yet
the inward man is being renewed day by day. For our light affliction, which is but
for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of
glory, while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which
are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which
are not seen are eternal. For we know that if our earthly house, this tent, is
destroyed, we have a building from God, a house not made with hands, eternal
in the heavens. (2Co 4:16 - 5:1)

To me [! paul], who am less than the least of all the saints, this grace was given,
that I should preach among the Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ, and to
make all see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of
the ages has been hidden in God who created all things through Jesus Christ;
to the intent that now the manifold wisdom of God might be made known by the
church to the principalities and powers in the heavenly places, according to the
eternal purpose which He accomplished in Christ Jesus our Lord, in whom we
have boldness and access with confidence through faith in Him. (Eph 3:8-12)

And I [1 paul] thank Christ Jesus our Lord who has enabled me, because He
counted me faithful, putting me into the ministry, although I was formerly a
blasphemer, a persecutor, and an insolent man; but I obtained mercy because I
did it ignorantly in unbelief. And the grace of our Lord was exceedingly abundant,
with faith and love which are in Christ Jesus. This is a faithful saying and worthy
of all acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners, of whom
I am chief. However, for this reason I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus
Christ might show all longsuffering, as a pattern to those who are going to believe
on Him for everlasting life. Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, to
God who alone is wise, be honor and glory forever and ever. Amen.

(1Ti 1:12-17)




For the love of money is a root of all kinds of evil, for which some have strayed
from the faith in their greediness, and pierced themselves through with many
sorrows. But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue righteousness,
godliness, faith, love, patience, gentleness. Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold
on eternal life, to which you were also called and have confessed the good
confession in the presence of many witnesses. I urge you in the sight of God who
gives life to all things, and before Christ Jesus who witnessed the good confession
before Pontius Pilate, that you keep this commandment without spot, blameless
until our Lord Jesus Christ’'s appearing, which He will manifest in His own time,
He who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings and Lord of lords,
who alone has immortality, dwelling in unapproachable light, whom no man
has seen or can see, to whom be honor and everlasting power.

Command those who are rich in this present age not to be haughty, nor to trust
in uncertain riches but in the living God, who gives us richly all things to enjoy.
Let them do good, that they be rich in good works, ready to give, willing to share,
storing up for themselves a good foundation for the time to come, that they may
lay hold on eternal life. (1Ti 6:11-19)

Therefore I endure all things for the sake of the elect, that they also may obtain
the salvation which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory. (2Ti 2:10)

Paul, a bondservant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith
of God'’s elect and the acknowledgment of the truth which accords with godliness,
in hope of eternal life which God, who cannot lie, promised before time began,
but has in due time manifested His word through preaching, which was
committed to me according to the commandment of God our Saviour; (Tit 1:1-3)

Remind them to be subject to rulers and authorities, to obey, to be ready for
every good work, to speak evil of no one, to be peaceable, gentle, showing all
humility to all men. For we ourselves were also once foolish, disobedient,
deceived, serving various lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful
and hating one another. But when the kindness and the love of God our Saviour
toward man appeared, not by works of righteousness which we had done, but
according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and
renewing of the Holy Spirit, whom He poured out on us abundantly through Jesus
Christ our Saviour, that having been justified by His grace we should become
heirs according to the hope of eternal life. (Tit 3:1-7)

So also Christ did not glorify Himself to become High Priest, but it was He who
said to Him: "You are My Son, today I have begotten You.” As He also says in
another place: "“You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek”;
who, in the days of His flesh, when He had offered up prayers and supplications,
with vehement cries and tears to Him who was able to save Him from death, and
was heard because of His godly fear, though He was a Son, yet He learned
obedience by the things which He suffered. And having been perfected,
He became the author of eternal salvation to all who obey Him, called by God
as High Priest “"according to the order of Melchizedek,” of whom we have much to
say, and hard to explain, since you have become dull of hearing. (Heb 5:5-11)

Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary principles of Christ, let us go
on to perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works
and of faith toward God, of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of
resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment. (Heb 6:1-2)



But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come, with the greater and
more perfect tabernacle not made with hands, that is, not of this creation.
Not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood He entered the
Most Holy Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption.

(Heb 9:11-12)

And for this reason He is the Mediator of the new covenant, by means of death,
for the redemption of the transgressions under the first covenant, that those who
are called may receive the promise of the eternal inheritance. (Heb 9:15)

The elders who are among you I exhort, I who am a fellow elder and a witness of
the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that will be revealed:
Shepherd the flock of God which is among you, serving as overseers, not by
compulsion but willingly, not for dishonest gain but eagerly; not as being lords
over those entrusted to you, but being examples to the flock; and when the
Chief Shepherd appears, you will receive the crown of glory that does not fade
away. Likewise you younger people, submit yourselves to your elders. Yes, all of
you be submissive to one another, and be clothed with humility, for "God resists
the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” Therefore humble yourselves under
the mighty hand of God, that He may exalt you in due time, casting all your care
upon Him, for He cares for you. Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the
devil walks about like a roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour. Resist him,
steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same sufferings are experienced by your
brotherhood in the world. But may the God of all grace, who called us to His
eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after you have suffered a while, perfect,
establish, strengthen, and settle you. To Him be the glory and the dominion
forever and ever. Amen. (1Pe 5:1-11)

That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen
with our eyes, which we have looked upon, and our hands have handled,
concerning the Word of life - the life was manifested, and we have seen, and
bear witness, and declare to you that eternal life which was with the Father and
was manifested to us - that which we have seen and heard we declare to you,
that you also may have fellowship with us; and truly our fellowship is with the
Father and with His Son Jesus Christ. And these things we write to you that
your joy may be full. This is the message which we have heard from Him and
declare to you, that God is light and in Him is no darkness at all. If we say
that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not
practice the truth. But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have
fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son
cleanses us from all sin. (1Jo 1:1-7)

Who is a liar but he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist who
denies the Father and the Son. Whoever denies the Son does not have the Father
either; he who acknowledges the Son has the Father also. Therefore let that
abide in you which you heard from the beginning. If what you heard from the
beginning abides in you, you also will abide in the Son and in the Father. And this
is the promise that He has promised us - eternal life. These things I have
written to you concerning those who try to deceive you. But the anointing which
you have received from Him abides in you, and you do not need that anyone
teach you; but as the same anointing teaches you concerning all things, and is
true, and is not a lie, and just as it has taught you, you will abide in Him.

(1Jo 2:22-27)




Do not marvel, my brethren, if the world hates you. We know that we have
passed from death to life, because we love the brethren. He who does not love
his brother abides in death. Whoever hates his brother is a murderer, and you
know that no murderer has eternal life abiding in him. (1Jo 3:14-15)

He who believes in the Son of God has the witness in himself; he who does not
believe God has made Him a liar, because he has not believed the testimony that
God has given of His Son. And this is the testimony: that God has given us
eternal life, and this life is in His Son. He who has the Son has life; he who does
not have the Son of God does not have life. These things I have written to you
who believe in the name of the Son of God, that you may know that you have
eternal life, and that you may continue to believe in the name of the Son of God.
(1Jo 5:10-13)

We know that whoever is born of God does not sin; but he who has been born of
God keeps himself, and the wicked one does not touch him. We know that we are
of God, and the whole world lies under the sway of the wicked one. And we know
that the Son of God has come and has given us an understanding, that we may
know Him who is true; and we are in Him who is true, in His Son Jesus Christ.
This is the true God and eternal life. (1Jo 5:18-20)

But I want to remind you, though you once knew this, that the Lord, having
saved the people out of the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed those who did not
believe. And the angels who did not keep their proper domain, but left their own
abode, He has reserved in everlasting chains under darkness for the judgment of
the great day; as Sodom and Gomorrah, and the cities around them in a similar
manner to these, having given themselves over to sexual immorality and gone
after strange flesh, are set forth as an example, suffering the vengeance of
eternal fire. (Jue 1:5-7)

But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the
Holy Spirit, keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord
Jesus Christ unto eternal life. (Jue 1:20-21)

Immortality

I urge you in the sight of God who gives life to all things, and before Christ Jesus
who witnessed the good confession before Pontius Pilate, that you keep this
commandment without spot, blameless until our Lord Jesus Christ’s appearing,
which He will manifest in His own time, He who is the blessed and only
Potentate, the King of kings and Lord of lords, who alone has immortality,
dwelling in unapproachable light, whom no man has seen or can see, to whom be
honor and everlasting power.

Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of
God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption. Behold, I tell you a mystery: We
shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed - in a moment, in the twinkling of
an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be
raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed. For this corruptible must put on
incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality. So when this
corruptible has put on incorruption, and this mortal has put on immortality, then
shall be brought to pass the saying that is written: "Death is swallowed up in
victory.”

For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound
mind. Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony of our Lord, nor of me His
prisoner, but share with me in the sufferings for the gospel according to the
power of God, who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according
to our works, but according to His own purpose and grace which was given to us
in Christ Jesus before time began, but has now been revealed by the appearing of
our Savior Jesus Christ, who has abolished death and brought life and
immortality to light through the gospel, to which I was appointed a preacher,
an apostle, and a teacher of the Gentiles. For this reason I also suffer these
things; nevertheless I am not ashamed, for I know whom I have believed and am
persuaded that He is able to keep what I have committed to Him until that Day.
(2Ti 1:7-12)

“Whatever I tell you in the dark, speak in the light; and what you hear in the ear,
preach on the housetops. And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot Kill
the soul. But rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in
hell.” (Mat 10:27-28)

And as it is appointed for men to die once, but after this the judgment, so Christ
was offered once to bear the sins of many. To those who eagerly wait for Him He
will appear a second time, apart from sin, for salvation. (Heb 9:27-28)




The Lord God planted a garden eastward in Eden, and there He put the man
whom He had formed. And out of the ground the Lord God made every tree grow
that is pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree of life was also in the
midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. (Gen 2:8-9)

Then the Lord God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden to tend and
keep it. And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, “Of every tree of the
garden you may freely eat; but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you
shall not eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.” (Gen 2:15-17)

Then the Lord God said, “"Behold, the man has become like one of Us, to know
good and evil. And now, lest he put out his hand and take also of the tree of life,
and eat, and live forever” - therefore the Lord God sent him out of the garden of
Eden to till the ground from which he was taken. So He drove out the man; and
He placed cherubim at the east of the garden of Eden, and a flaming sword which
turned every way, to quard the way to the tree of life. (Gen 3:22-24)

“For behold, I create new heavens and a new earth; and the former shall not be
remembered or come to mind ... They shall build houses and inhabit them; they
shall plant vineyards and eat their fruit.” (Isa 65:17,21)

And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding from
the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the middle of its street, and on either side
of the river, was the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its
fruit every month. The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.

(Rev 22:1-2)

In Genesis, it is clear that the 'tree of life’ could maintain life forever. In
Revelation, the leaves of the 'tree of life’ are for the healing of the nations. If we
became truly immortal (as God alone is), after our bodies are changed from
corruptible to incorruption; we would not require food or the leaves of the 'tree of
life’ for healing. Perhaps we will be 'immortal’” and have ‘eternal life’ because we
will have free access to the 'tree of life’, and live forever in the presence of God.
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
