New Covenant health and healing

"But this is the covenant that 1 will make with the house of Israel after those days,”
says the Lord : "1 will put My law in their minds, and write it on their hearts; and 1 will
be their God, and they shall be My people. No more shall every man teach his neighbour,
and every man his brother, saying, *Know the Lord,” for they all shall know Me, from the
least of them to the greatest of them,"” says the Lord. "For I will forgive their iniquity,
and their sin 1 will remember no more.” (Jer 31:33-34)

And Jesus went about all Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the gospel of
the kingdom, and healing all kinds of sickness and all kinds of disease among the people.
Then His fame went throughout all Syria; and they brought to Him all sick people who
were afflicted with various diseases and torments, and those who were demon-
possessed, epileptics, and paralytics; and He healed them. (Mat 4:23-24)

And behold, a leper came and worshipped Him, saying, "Lord, if You are willing, You can
make me clean.” Then Jesus put out His hand and touched him, saying, "I am willing; be
cleansed.” Immediately his leprosy was cleansed. And Jesus said to him, "See that you
tell no one; but go your way, show yourself to the priest, and offer the gift that Moses
commanded, as a testimony to them.” (Mat 8:2-4)

Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to Him, pleading with Him,
saying, "Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, dreadfully tormented.” And Jesus
said to him, "I will come and heal him." The centurion answered and said, "Lord, 1 am not
worthy that You should come under my roof. But only speak a word, and my servant will
be healed.” Then Jesus said to the centurion, "Go your way; and as you have believed, so
let it be done for you."” And his servant was healed that same hour. (Mat 8:5-8, 13)

Now when Jesus had come into Peter's house, He saw his wife"s mother lying sick with a
fever. So He touched her hand, and the fever left her. And she arose and served them.
(Mat 8:14-15)

When evening had come, they brought to Him many who were demon-possessed. And He
cast out the spirits with a word, and healed all who were sick, that it might be fulfilled
which was spoken by lIsaiah the prophet, saying: "He Himself took our infirmities and
bore our sicknesses.” (Mat 8:16-17)

When He had come to the other side, to the country of the Gergesenes, there met Him
two demon-possessed men coming out of the tombs, exceedingly fierce, so that no one
could pass that way. And suddenly they cried out saying, "What have we to do with You,
Jesus, You Son of God? Have You come here to torment us before the time?" Now a
good way off from them there was a herd of many swine feeding. So the demons begged
Him, saying, "I You cast us out, permit us to go away into the herd of swine.” And He
said to them, "Go." So when they had come out, they went into the herd of swine. And
suddenly the whole herd of swine ran violently down the steep place into the sea, and
perished in the water. (Mat 8:28-32)



Then behold, they brought to Him a paralytic lying on a bed. When Jesus saw their faith,
He said to the paralytic, "Son, be of good cheer; your sins are forgiven you."”

"For which is easier to say, "Your sins are forgiven you," or to say, "Arise and walk*? "But
that you may know that the Son of Man has power on earth to forgive sins” - then He
said to the paralytic, "Arise, take up your bed, and go to your house." And he arose and
departed to his house. Now when the multitudes saw it, they marveled and glorified God,
who had given such power to men. (Mat 9:2, 5-8)

While He spoke these things to them, behold, a ruler came and worshipped Him, saying,
"My daughter has just died, but come and lay Your hand on her and she will live." So
Jesus arose and followed him, and so did His disciples. When Jesus came into the ruler’s
house, and saw the flute players and the noisy crowd wailing, He said to them, "Make
room, for the girl is not dead, but sleeping.” And they ridiculed Him. But when the crowd
was put outside, He went in and took her by the hand, and the girl arose.

(Mat 9:18-19, 23-25)

And suddenly, a woman who had a flow of blood for twelve years came from behind and
touched the hem of His garment. For she said to herself, "IT only 1 may touch His
garment, 1 shall be made well." But Jesus turned around, and when He saw her He said,
"Be of good cheer, daughter; your faith has made you well." And the woman was made
well from that hour. (Mat 9:20-22)

When Jesus departed from there, two blind men followed Him, crying out and saying,
"Son of David, have mercy on us!" And when He had come into the house, the blind men
came to Him. And Jesus said to them, "Do you believe that 1 am able to do this?" They
said to Him, "Yes Lord." Then He touched their eyes, saying, "According to your faith let
it be to you." And their eyes were opened. (Mat 9:27-30)

As they went out, behold, they brought to Him a man, mute and demon-possessed. And
when the demon was cast out, the mute spoke. And the multitudes marveled, saying, "It
was never seen like this in Israel™ (Mat 9:32-33)

Then Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in the synagogues, preaching
the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the
people. (Mat 9:35)

And when He had called His twelve disciples to Him, He gave them power over unclean
spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all kinds of sickness and all kinds of disease.

Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out demons. Freely you have
received, freely give. (Mat 10:1, 8)

And when John had heard in prison about the works of Christ, he sent two of his
disciples and said to Him, "Are You the Coming One, or do we look for another?" Jesus
answered and said to them, "Go and tell John the things which you hear and see : The
blind see and the lame walk; the lepers are cleansed and the deaf hear; the dead are
raised up and the poor have the gospel preached to them.” (Mat 11:2-5)

"Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and 1 will give you rest. Take My
yoke upon you and learn from Me, for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find
rest for your souls. For My yoke is easy and My burden is light.” (Mat 11:28-30)



And behold, there was a man who had a withered hand. And they asked Him, saying, "1s
it lawful to heal on the Sabbath?" - that they might accuse Him. Then He said to the
man, "Stretch out your hand.” And he stretched it out, and it was restored as whole as
the other. Then the Pharisees went out and plotted against Him, how they might destroy
Him. But when Jesus knew it, He withdrew from there. And great multitudes followed
Him, and He healed them all. (Mat 12:10, 13-15)

And He said to them, "The Sabbath was made for man, and not man for the Sabbath.
Therefore the Son of Man is also Lord of the Sabbath."” (Mar 2:27-28)

Then one was brought to Him who was demon-possessed, blind and mute; and He healed
him, so that the blind and mute man both spoke and saw. And all the multitudes were
amazed and said, "Could this be the Son of David?" (Mat 12:22-23)

And when Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion
for them, and healed their sick. (Mat 14:14)

Then great multitudes came to Him, having with them lame, blind, mute, maimed, and
many others; and they laid them down at Jesus® feet, and He healed them. So the
multitude marveled when they saw the mute speaking, the maimed made whole, the lame
walking, and the blind seeing; and they glorified the God of Israel. (Mat 15:30-31)

And I also say to you that you are Peter, and on this rock 1 will build My church, and the
gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. And 1 will give you the keys of the kingdom of
heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose
on earth will be loosed in heaven." (Mat 16:18-19)

"Woe to you lawyers! For you have taken away the key of knowledge. You did not enter in
yourselves, and those who were entering in you hindered."” And as He said these things to
them, the scribes and Pharisees began to assail Him vehemently, and to cross-examine
Him about many things, lying in wait for Him, and seeking to catch Him in something He
might say, that they might accuse Him. (Luk 11:52-54)

And when they had come to the multitude, a man came to Him, kneeling down to Him and
saying, "Lord, have mercy on my son, for he is an epileptic and suffers severely; for he
often falls into the fire and often into the water.” And Jesus rebuked the demon, and it
came out of him; and the child was cured from that very hour. (Mat 17:14-15, 18)

Then the disciples came to Jesus privately and said, "Why could we not cast it out?" So
Jesus said to them, "Because of your unbelief; for assuredly, I say to you, if you have
faith as a mustard seed, you will say to this mountain, *Move from here to there,” and it
will move; and nothing will be impossible for you. However, this kind does not go out
except by prayer and fasting.” (Mat 17:19-21)

"Assuredly, 1 say to you, whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and
whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven. Again I say to you that if two of
you agree on earth concerning anything that they ask, it will be done for them by My
Father in heaven. For where two or three are gathered together in My name, I am there
in the midst of them."” (Mat 18:18-20)



Then Jesus went into the temple of God and drove out all those who bought and sold in
the temple, and overturned the tables of the money changers and the seats of those
who sold doves. And He said to them, "It is written, "My house shall be called a house of
prayer,” but you have made it a "den of thieves.” " Then the blind and the lame came to
Him in the temple, and He healed them. (Mat 21:12-14)

And when the disciples saw it, they marveled, saying, "How did the fig tree wither away
so soon?" So Jesus answered and said to them, "Assuredly, 1 say to you, if you have
faith and do not doubt, you will not only do what was done to the fig tree, but also if you
say to this mountain, *Be removed and be cast into the sea,” it will be done. And
whatever things you ask in prayer, believing, you will receive.” (Mat 21:20-22)

At evening, when the sun had set, they brought to Him all who were sick and those who
were demon-possessed. And the whole city was gathered together at the door. Then He
healed many who were sick with various diseases, and cast out many demons; and He did
not allow the demons to speak, because they knew Him. (Mar 1:32-34)

And when the scribes and Pharisees saw Him eating with the tax collectors and sinners,
they said to His disciples, "How is it that He eats and drinks with tax collectors and
sinners?" When Jesus heard it, He said to them, "Those who are well have no need of a
physician, but those who are sick. 1 did not come to call the righteous, but sinners, to
repentance.” (Mar 2:16-17)

For He healed many, so that as many as had afflictions pressed about Him to touch Him.
And the unclean spirits, whenever they saw Him, fell down before Him and cried out,
saying, "You are the Son of God." But He sternly warned them that they should not make
Him known. (Mar 3:10-12)

And He called the twelve to Himself, and began to send them out two by two, and gave
them power over unclean spirits. So they went out and preached that people should
repent. And they cast out many demons, and anointed with oil many who were sick, and
healed them. (Mar 6:7, 12-13)

Wherever He entered, into villages, cities, or the country, they laid the sick in the
marketplaces, and begged Him that they might just touch the hem of His garment. And
as many touched Him were made well. (Mar 6:56)

For a woman whose young daughter had an unclean spirit heard about Him, and she came
and fell at His feet. The woman was a Greek, a Syro-Phoenician by birth, and she kept
asking Him to cast the demon out of her daughter. But Jesus said to her, "Let the
children be filled first, for it is not good to take the children’s bread and throw it to
the little dogs."” And she answered and said to Him, "Yes, Lord, yet even the little dogs
under the table eat from the children®s crumbs.” Then He said to her, "For this saying
go your way; the demon has gone out of your daughter.” And when she had come to her
house, she found the demon gone out, and her daughter lying on the bed. (Mar 7:25-30)



Then they brought to Him one who was deaf and had an impediment in his speech, and
they begged Him to put His hand on him. And He took him aside from the multitude, and
put His fingers in his ears, and He spat and touched his tongue. Then, looking up to
heaven, He sighed, and said to him, "Ephphatha,” that is, "Be opened.” Immediately his
ears were opened, and the impediment of his tongue was loosed, and he spoke plainly.
(Mar 7:32-35)

"And whenever you stand praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him, that
your Father in heaven may also forgive you your trespasses. But if you do not forgive,
neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses.” (Mar 11:25-26)

And He said to them, "Go into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. He
who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be
condemned. And these signs will follow those who believe : In My name they will cast out
demons; they will speak with new tongues; they will take up serpents; and if they drink
anything deadly, it will by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they
will recover.” (Mar 16:15-18)

So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was received up into heaven, and sat
down at the right hand of God. And they went out and preached everywhere, the Lord
working with them and confirming the word through the accompanying signs. Amen.

(Mar 16:19-20)

Now it happened, the day after, that He went into a city called Nain; and many of His
disciples went with Him, and a large crowd. And when He came near the gate of the city,
behold, a dead man was being carried out, the only son of his mother; and she was a
widow. And a large crowd from the city was with her. When the Lord saw her, He had
compassion on her and said to her, "Do not weep." Then He came and touched the open
coffin, and those who carried him stood still. And He said, "Young man, 1 say to you,
arise.” So he who was dead sat up and began to speak. And He presented him to his
mother. Then fear came upon all, and they glorified God, saying, "A great prophet has
risen up among us"; and, "God has visited His people.” (Luk 7:11-16)

Now it came to pass, afterward, that He went through every city and village, preaching
and bringing the glad tidings of the kingdom of God. And the twelve were with Him, and
certain women who had been healed of evil spirits and infirmities - Mary called
Magdalene, out of whom had come seven demons, and Joanna the wife of Chuza, Herod's
steward, and Susanna, and many others who provided for Him from their substance.

(Luk 8:1-3)

After these things the Lord appointed seventy others also, and sent them two by two
before His face into every city and place where He Himself was about to go. "Whatever
city you enter, and they receive you, eat such things as are set before you. And heal the
sick there , and say to them, "The kingdom of God has come near to you.”" " Then the
seventy returned with joy, saying, "Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your
name."” And He said to them, "1 saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven. Behold, I give
you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the
enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you. Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, that
the spirits are subject to you, but rather rejoice because your names are written in
heaven." (Luk 10:1, 8-9, 17-20)



"When an unclean spirit goes out of a man, he goes through dry places, seeking rest; and
finding none, he says, "I will return to my house from which I came.” And when he comes,
he finds it swept and put in order. Then he goes and takes with him seven other spirits
more wicked than himself, and they enter and dwell there; and the last state of that
man is worse than the first." (Luk 11:24-26)

Now He was teaching in one of the synagogues on the Sabbath. And behold, there was a
woman who had a spirit of infirmity eighteen years, and was bent over and could in no
way raise herself up. But when Jesus saw her, He called her to Him and said to her,
"Woman, you are loosed from your infirmity.” And He laid His hands on her, and
immediately she was made straight, and glorified God. (Luk 13:10-13)

Now it happened, as He went into the house of one of the rulers of the Pharisees to eat
bread on the Sabbath, that they watched Him closely. And behold, there was a certain
man before Him who had dropsy. And Jesus, answering, spoke to the lawyers and
Pharisees, saying, "lIs it lawful to heal on the Sabbath?" But they kept silent. And He
took him and healed him, and let him go. Then He answered them, saying, "Which of you,
having a donkey or an ox that has fallen into a pit, will not immediately pull him out on
the Sabbath day?" And they could not answer Him regarding these things. (Luk 14:1-6)

And the apostles said to the Lord, "Increase our faith.” So the Lord said, "1f you have
faith as a mustard seed, you can say to this mulberry tree, *Be pulled up by the roots
and be planted in the sea," and it would obey you." (Luk 17:5-6)

"Does he thank that servant because he did the things that were commanded him? I
think not. So likewise you, when you have done all those things which you are commanded,
say, "We are unprofitable servants. We have done what was our duty to do.” "

(Luk 17:9-10)

Now it happened as He went to Jerusalem that He passed through the midst of Samaria
and Galilee. Then as He entered a certain village, there met Him ten men who were
lepers, who stood afar off. And they lifted their voices and said, "Jesus , Master, have
mercy on us!" So when He saw them, He said to them, "Go, show yourselves to the
priests.” And so it was that as they went, they were cleansed. And one of them, when he
saw that he was healed, returned, and with a loud voice glorified God, and fell down on
his face at His feet, giving Him thanks. And he was a Samaritan. So Jesus answered and
said, "Were there not ten cleansed? But where are the nine? Were there not any found
who returned to give glory to God except this foreigner?" And He said to him, "Arise, go
your way. Your faith has made you well." (Luk 17:11-19)

When those around Him saw what was going to happen, they said to Him, "Lord, shall we
strike with the sword?" And one of them struck the servant of the high priest and cut
off his right ear. But Jesus answered and said, "Permit even this." And He touched his
ear and healed him. (Luk 22:49-51)

Jesus answered, "Most assuredly, 1 say to you, unless one is born of water and the
Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and
that which is born of the Spirit is spirit." (Joh 3:5-6)



"For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes
in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. For God did not send His Son into the
world to condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved. He who
believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is condemned already,
because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God." (Joh 3:16-18)

And they came to John and said to him, "Rabbi, He who was with you beyond the Jordan,
to whom you have testified - behold, He is baptizing, and all are coming to Him!" John
answered and said, "A man can receive nothing unless it has been given to him from
heaven. You yourselves bear me witness, that 1 said, "I am not the Christ,” but, "1 have
been sent before Him." He who has the bride is the bridegroom; but the friend of the
bridegroom, who stands and hears him, rejoices greatly because of the bridegroom®s
voice. Therefore this joy of mine is fulfilled." (Joh 3:26-29)

"For He whom God has sent speaks the words of God, for God does not give the Spirit by
measure. The Father loves the Son, and has given all things into His hand. He who
believes in the Son has everlasting life; and he who does not believe the Son shall not
see life, but the wrath of God abides on him." (Joh 3:34-36)

The nobleman said to Him, "Sir, come down before my child dies!" Jesus said to him, "Go
your way; your son lives."” So the man believed the word that Jesus spoke to him, and he
went his way. And as he was now going down, his servants met him and told him, saying,
"Your son lives!" (Joh 4:49-51)

Now a certain man was there who had an infirmity thirty-eight years.

Jesus said to him, "Rise, take up your bed and walk."” And immediately the man was made
well, took up his bed, and walked. And that day was the Sabbath.

Afterward Jesus found him in the temple, and said to him, "See, you have been made
well. Sin no more, lest a worse thing come upon you.” (Joh 5:5, 8-9, 14)

"For as the Father raises the dead and gives life to them, even so the Son gives life to
whom He will. For the Father judges no one, but has committed all judgment to the Son,
that all should honor the Son just as they honor the Father. He who does not honor the
Son does not honor the Father who sent Him. Most assuredly, I say to you, he who hears
My word and believes in Him who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not come into
judgment, but has passed from death into life." (Joh 5:21-24)

Now as Jesus passed by, He saw a man who was blind from birth. And His disciples asked
Him, saying, "Rabbi, who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?" Jesus
answered, "Neither this man nor his parents sinned, but that the works of God should be
revealed in him. I must work the works of Him who sent Me while it is day; the night is
coming when no one can work. As long as 1 am in the world, I am the light of the world.”
(Joh 9:1-5)

"I am the door. IT anyone enters by Me, he will be saved, and will go in and out and find
pasture. The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. 1 have
come that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly. 1 am the good
shepherd. The good shepherd gives His life for the sheep.” (Joh 10:9-11)



Therefore the sisters sent to Him, saying, "Lord, behold, he whom You love is sick.”
When Jesus heard that, He said, "This sickness is not unto death, but for the glory of
God, that the Son of God may be glorified through it." Now when He had said these
things, He cried with a loud voice, "Lazarus, come forth!" And he who had died came out
bound hand and foot with graveclothes, and his face was wrapped with a cloth. Jesus
said to them, "Loose him, and let him go." (Joh 11:3-4, 43-44)

"Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that 1 do he will do also;
and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father. And whatever you
ask in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in the Son. If you ask
anything in My name, 1 will do it." (Joh 14:12-14)

And a certain man lame from his mother*s womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the
gate of the temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms from those who entered the
temple; who, seeing Peter and John about to go into the temple, asked for alms.

Then Peter said, "Silver and gold 1 do not have, but what I do have 1 give you: In the
name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk.” And he took him by the right hand
and lifted him up, and immediately his feet and ankle bones received strength. So he,
leaping up, stood and walked and entered the temple with them - walking, leaping, and
praising God. "The God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, the God of our fathers, glorified
His servant Jesus, whom you delivered up and denied in the presence of Pilate, when he
was determined to let Him go. But you denied the Holy One and the Just, and asked for
a murderer to be granted to you, and killed the Prince of life, whom God raised from the
dead, of which we are witnesses. And His name, through faith in His name, has made this
man strong, whom you see and know. Yes, the faith which comes through Him has given
him this perfect soundness in the presence of you all.” (Act 3:2-3, 6-8, 13-16)

"Let it be known to you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus
Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God raised from the dead, by Him this
man stands here before you whole.” "Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no
other name under heaven given among men by which we must be saved.” For this man
was over forty years old on whom this miracle had been performed. (Act 4:10, 12, 22)

"Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of
refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord, and that He may send Jesus Christ,
who was preached to you before, whom heaven must receive until the times of
restoration of all things, which God has spoken by the mouth of all His holy prophets
since the world began.” (Act 3:19-21)

And through the hands of the apostles many signs and wonders were done among the
people. And they were all with one accord in Solomon*s Porch. Yet none of the rest dared
join them, but the people esteemed them highly. And believers were increasingly added
to the Lord, multitudes of both men and women, so that they brought the sick out into
the streets and laid them on beds and couches, that at least the shadow of Peter
passing by might fall on some of them. Also a multitude gathered from the surrounding
cities to Jerusalem, bringing sick people and those who were tormented by unclean
spirits, and they were all healed. (Act 5:12-16)



Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria and preached Christ to them. And the
multitudes with one accord heeded the things spoken by Philip, hearing and seeing the
miracles which he did. For unclean spirits, crying out with a loud voice, came out of many
who were possessed; and many who were paralyzed and lame were healed. And there was
great joy in that city. (Act 8:5-8)

There he found a certain man named Aeneas, who had been bedridden eight years and
was paralyzed. And Peter said to him, "Aeneas, Jesus the Christ heals you. Arise and
make your bed.” Then he arose immediately. (Act 9:33-34)

At Joppa there was a certain disciple named Tabitha, which is translated Dorcas. This
woman was full of good works and charitable deeds which she did. But it happened in
those days that she became sick and died. When they had washed her, they laid her in
an upper room. But Peter put them all out (of the upper room), and knelt down and
prayed. And turning to the body he said, "Tabitha, arise." And she opened her eyes, and
when she saw Peter she sat up. Then he gave her his hand and lifted her up; and when he
had called the saints and widows, he presented her alive. And it became known
throughout Joppa, and many believed on the Lord. (Act 9:36-37, 40-42)

And in Lystra a certain man without strength in his feet was sitting, a cripple from his
mother"s womb, who had never walked. This man heard Paul speaking. Paul, observing him
intently and seeing that he had faith to be healed, said with a loud voice, "Stand up
straight on your feet!" And he leaped and walked. (Act 14:8-10)

Then Jews from Antioch and Iconium came there; and having persuaded the multitudes,
they stoned Paul and dragged him out of the city, supposing him to be dead. However,
when the disciples gathered around him, he rose up and went into the city. And the next
day he departed with Barnabas to Derbe. (Act 14:19-20)

Now God worked unusual miracles by the hands of Paul, so that even handkerchiefs or
aprons were brought from his body to the sick, and the diseases left them and the evil
spirits went out of them. (Act 19:11-12)

In that region there was an estate of the leading citizen of the island, whose name was
Publius, who received us and entertained us courteously for three days. And it happened
that the father of Publius lay sick with a fever and dysentery. Paul went in to him and
prayed, and he laid his hands on him and healed him. So when this was done, the rest of
those on the island who had diseases also came and were healed. They honored us in
many ways; and when we departed, they provided such things as were necessary.

(Act 28:7-10)

For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. For
scarcely for a righteous man will one die; yet perhaps for a good man someone would
even dare to die. But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were
yet sinners, Christ died for us. Much more then, having now been justified by His blood,
we shall be saved from wrath through Him. For if when we were enemies we were
reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been reconciled, we
shall be saved by His life. And not only that, but we also rejoice in God through our Lord
Jesus Christ, through whom we have now received the reconciliation. (Rom 5:6-11)



That if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God
has raised Him up from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes unto
righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. (Rom 10:9-10)

So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. (Rom 10:17)

Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner
will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. But let a man examine himself, and so
let him eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy
manner eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lord's body. For this
reason many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep. (1Co 11:27-30)

Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we
drift away. For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every
transgression and disobedience received a just reward, how shall we escape if we neglect
so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was
confirmed to us by those who heard Him, God also bearing witness both with signs and
wonders, with various miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit, according to His own will?
(Heb 2:1-4)

Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. For by
it the elders obtained a good testimony. By faith we understand that the worlds were
framed by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things
which are visible. But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to
God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.
(Heb 11:1-3, 6)

Therefore strengthen the hands which hang down, and the feeble knees, and make
straight paths for your feet, so that what is lame may not be dislocated, but rather be
healed. (Heb 12:12-13)

Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today and forever. (Heb 13:8)

IT any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and without
reproach, and it will be given to him. But let him ask in faith, with no doubting, for he
who doubts is like a wave of the sea driven and tossed by the wind. (Jam 1:5-6)

Who is wise and understanding among you? Let him show by good conduct that his works
are done in the meekness of wisdom. (Jam 3:13)

Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you. Draw near to God
and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you
double-minded. (Jam 4:7-8)

Therefore be patient, brethren, until the coming of the Lord. See how the farmer waits

for the precious fruit of the earth, waiting patiently for it until it receives the early and
latter rain. (Jam 5:7)

Is anyone among you suffering? Let him pray. Is anyone cheerful? Let him sing psalms.
Is anyone among you sick? Let him call for the elders of the church, and let them pray
over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord. And the prayer of faith will save
the sick, and the Lord will raise him up. And if he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.
Confess your trespasses to one another, and pray for one another, that you may be
healed. The effective, fervent prayer of a righteous man avails much. (Jam 5:13-16)

He indeed (Jesus Christ) was foreordained before the foundation of the world, but was
manifest in these last times for you who through Him believe in God, who raised Him
from the dead and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God. (1Pe 1:20-21)

For what credit is it if, when you are beaten for your faults, you take it patiently? But
when you do good and suffer, if you take it patiently, this is commendable before God.
For to this you were called, because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example,
that you should follow His steps : "Who committed no sin nor was deceit found in His
mouth"; who, when He was reviled, did not revile in return; when he suffered, He did not
threaten, but committed Himself to Him who judges righteously; who Himself bore our
sins in His own body on the tree, that we, having died to sins, might live for
righteousness - by whose stripes you were healed. For you were like sheep going astray,
but have now returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls. (1Pe 2:20-25)

And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding from the
throne of God and of the Lamb. In the middle of its street, and on either side of the

river, was the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree vyielding its fruit every
month. The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. (Rev 22:1-2)
