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The remnant

"This shall be a sign to you: You shall eat this year such as grows of itself, and in the
second year what springs from the same; also in the third year sow and reap, plant
vineyards and eat the fruit of them. And the remnant who have escaped of the house of
Judah shall again take root downward, and bear fruit upward. For out of Jerusalem shall
go a remnant, and those who escape from Mount Zion. The zeal of the Lord of hosts will
do this."  (2Ki 19:29-31)

"The glory of the Lord shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together; for the
mouth of the Lord has spoken."  (Isa 40:5)

"For as the new heavens and the new earth which I will make shall remain before Me,"
says the Lord, "So shall your descendants and your name remain. And it shall come to
pass that from one New Moon to another, and from one Sabbath to another, all flesh
shall come to worship before Me," says the Lord. "And they shall go forth and look upon
the corpses of the men who have transgressed against Me. For their worm does not die,
and their fire is not quenched. They shall be an abhorrence to all flesh."  (Isa 66:22-24)

"Return, O backsliding children," says the Lord; "for I am married to you. I will take you,
one from a city and two from a family, and I will bring you to Zion.

"But of that day and hour no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, but My Father
only. But as the days of Noah were, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be. For as
in the days before the flood, they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in
marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, and did not know until the flood came
and took them all away, so also will the coming of the Son of Man be. Then two men will
be in the field: one will be taken and the other left. Two women will be grinding at the
mill: one will be taken and the other left. Watch therefore, for you do not know what
hour your Lord is coming. But know this, that if the master of the house had known what
hour the thief would come, he would have watched and not allowed his house to be
broken into. Therefore you also be ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do
not expect."  (Mat 24:36-44)

"Even so will it be in the day when the Son of Man is revealed. In that day, he who is on
the housetop, and his goods are in the house, let him not come down to take them away.
And likewise the one who is in the field, let him not turn back. Remember Lot's wife.
Whoever seeks to save his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life will preserve it. I
tell you, in that night there will be two men in one bed: the one will be taken and the
other will be left. Two women will be grinding together: the one will be taken and the
other left. Two men will be in the field: the one will be taken and the other left." And
they answered and said to Him, "Where, Lord?" So He said to them, "Wherever the body
is, there the eagles will be gathered together."  (Luk 17:30-37)
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"But take heed to yourselves, lest your hearts be weighed down with carousing,
drunkenness, and cares of this life, and that Day come on you unexpectedly. For it will
come as a snare on all those who dwell on the face of the whole earth.

For I have come down from heaven, not to do My own will, but the will of
Him who sent Me. This is the will of the Father who sent Me, that of all He has given Me
I should lose nothing, but should raise it up at the last day. And this is the will of Him
who sent Me, that everyone who sees the Son and believes in Him may have everlasting
life; and I will raise him up at the last day."  (Joh 6:37-40)

"And He commanded us to preach to the people, and to testify that it is He who was
ordained by God to be Judge of the living and the dead. To Him all the prophets witness
that, through His name, whoever believes in Him will receive remission of sins."
(Act 10:42-43)

Then it happened, as they continued on and talked, that suddenly a chariot of fire
appeared with horses of fire, and separated the two of them; and Elijah went up by a
whirlwind into heaven.  (2Ki 2:11)

Before your pots can feel the burning thorns, He shall take them away as with a
whirlwind, as in His living and burning wrath.

But I do not want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning those who have fallen asleep,
lest you sorrow as others who have no hope.

For this we say to you by
the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord will
by no means precede those who are asleep. For the Lord Himself will descend from
heaven with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God. And
the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are alive and remain shall be caught up
together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall always
be with the Lord. Therefore comfort one another with these words.  (1Th 4:13-18)
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And all these (! the people of faith), having obtained a good testimony through faith, did
not receive the promise, God having provided something better for us, that they should
not be made perfect apart from us.  (Heb 11:39-40)

Then he said to me, "Write: 'Blessed are those who are called to the marriage supper of
the Lamb!' " And he said to me, "These are the true sayings of God."  (Rev 19:9)

And I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was committed to them. Then I
saw the souls of those who had been beheaded for their witness to Jesus and for the
word of God, who had not worshipped the beast or his image, and had not received his
mark on their foreheads or on their hands.

And they were judged, each
one according to his works. Then Death and Hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is
the second death. And anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the
lake of fire.

But the
cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and
all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone, which is
the second death."  (Rev 21:1-8)
